I.
GENERAL CONTACT TERMS


This is a show/breeding prospect Puppy being sold for the amount of ________.  Additional expenses purchased by the Buyer are in the amount of                                       .


A.
Conditions of Full  Refund


The Seller agrees to refund full purchase price if:


1.  The Buyer is in any way not satisfied with this puppy and contacts the Seller regarding the Buyer’s intent to return the Puppy within 48 hours of the buyer taking possession of the Puppy; or


2.  Any unsoundness or serious physical defect is noted by a licensed Veterinarian within 48 hours of the Buyer taking possession of the Puppy.  The Seller must be notified of the intent to return the Puppy within 72 hours of the Buyer taking possession of the Puppy.  Written documentation of the reason for the return must be provided upon returning the Puppy to the Seller.


Under either of the above events, a full refund will be made after the return of the Puppy to the Seller.  The Buyer and the Seller will split the return shipping costs.


B.
Conditions of Replacement Puppy


The Seller agrees to replace the Puppy with another show/breeding prospect within one year of notification of a licensed Veterinarian in writing (the buyer may keep or return the original Puppy), should the Puppy be found to have any of the following conditions prior to 26 months of age.  If a show/breeding quality puppy is not available within one year,  the original cost of the Puppy will be refunded to the Buyer.


1.  Hip Dysplasia as diagnosed by The Orthopedic Foundation for Animals ("OFA").  The Buyer agrees to have the hips of the Puppy evaluated by the OFA between 24-28 months of age (Buyer may have preliminary evaluations prior to this time).  Should the Puppy be bred prior to receiving OFA certification the Seller is under no obligation to replace the Puppy under any circumstances.


2.  Entropian, PRA, or cataracts; or distichiasis (to such a degree that the Puppy should not be bred), as confirmed by a board certified Veterinary Ophthalmologist.  Buyer agrees to have the eyes of the Puppy examined by a Veterinary Ophthalmologist any time between 12-26 months of age.


2.  Idiopathic epilepsy as confirmed at a university veterinary school after ruling out poisoning, tumor or trauma, and after the following minimum blood work has been done:  Blood glucose for diabetes or hypoglycemia, complete thyroid panel, Liver and kidney function, and heavy metals.

II.
CONDITIONS OF OWNERSHIP


A.
Should the Buyer not be able to keep the Puppy for ANY reason not described above, the Puppy and its signed AKC registration papers are to be returned to the Seller.  The Seller will not refund the purchase of the Puppy, however, the Seller will give to Buyer any monies from any resale of the Puppy, less any costs accrued to the seller due to the dogs return.


B.
The Buyer agrees that he/she will not breed the Puppy unless the following conditions have been met:



1.
The Puppy has reached the age of Twenty-Four (24) months; and



2.
The Puppy has the following health clearances:




a.
Hips checked by The Orthopedic Foundation for Animals ("OFA") and considered to be "Excellent," "Good," or "Fair", and




b.
Elbows checked by The Orthopedic Foundation for Animals ("OFA") and considered to "Normal"; and




c.
The Puppy must have its eyes examined (CERF) within one (1) year prior to any breeding; and




d.
Thyroid functioning must be normal at the time of each breeding; and

e. Heart checked by a board certified Veterinary Cardiologist as normal and certified by The Orthopedic Foundation For Animals ("OFA")



3.
The Puppy must have been awarded an American Kennel Club Championship title.



If the Buyer fails to comply with these terms he/she must pay to the Seller liquidated damages in the sum of One Thousand Dollars ($1,000.00).

C. The Buyer agrees that this Puppy will not produce more than 3 litters (minimum of 2 puppies per litter) during the Puppy's lifetime;


D.
The Buyer agrees to maintain regular contact (at least yearly) with seller and include the following:  health information, training progress, any questions or problems, and photos of their dog.  This information is invaluable to the seller in evaluating their breeding program.


E.
The Buyer agrees to complete at least one beginner obedience course with this puppy before the puppy’s first birthday.


F.
The Buyer agrees to have the Puppy examined by a licensed veterinarian within 48 hours of the Buyer taking possession of the Puppy.


G.
The Buyer agrees to the following for the remainder of the Puppy’s life:



1. 
To vaccinate the Puppy against distemper, hepatitis, parainfluenza and parvovirus as recommended by a licensed veterinarian.



2. 
To vaccinate the Puppy against Rabies by six months of age and as specified by a licensed veterinarian thereafter.



3.
To maintain the Puppy on heartworm preventative during mosquito season with a blood check for the presence of heartworms as recommended by a licensed veterinarian.



4.
Check the Puppy for the presence of intestinal parasites at the first veterinary examination, six months and at least yearly thereafter.



5.
Feed the Puppy a complete and balanced commercial dog food approved by the AAFCO (Association of American Feed Control Officials).



6.
Have the puppy tested for the evidence of TGAA (thyroglobulin autoantibodies) and thyroid disease between the age of 24 to 36 months.  The test will be submitted for evaluation by the OFA.



7.
To care for the Puppy humanely (including adequate food, shelter, water, and veterinary care), and to license the Puppy in accordance with the laws in the jurisdiction in which the buyer resides.  Buyer agrees to keep the Puppy as a house pet to be exercised in a fenced yard or on a leash and not to be free to roam unattended.


H.
The prefix of the Puppy’s AKC registered name shall be “Trystyn” with the remaining letters to be of the Seller’s choice.

III.
DISCLAIMER/CHOICE OF LAW


The Seller makes no representations, warranties or guarantees other than those described above regarding the health, temperament or level of performance of the Puppy in competitive activities.  There is no guarantee that the Puppy will consistently win or place in the show ring or achieve an AKC Championship.  Buyer is responsible for all show expenses for the Puppy.  There is no guarantee that disqualifying faults will not develop after the time of sale.


In the event of a dispute over the terms of this Agreement or the sale of the Puppy, Michigan will be the state having jurisdiction over the matter and Michigan law will control the resolution of any dispute.
